ABSTRACT

The article analyzes a unique socioeconomic paradox in Jordan, where high levels of
female education (youth literacy at 99.41%, dominance in universities) coexist with extremely
low female labor force participation (14.74% in 2022). It investigates the causes of this
imbalance, identifying deeply entrenched patriarchal social norms—which outweigh formal legal
guarantees—as the key barrier. The economic consequences are highlighted: GDP loss (about
1% annually), a gender pay gap (41%), occupational segregation, and the growth of informal
employment. As a positive trend, the gradual inclusion of women in high-tech sectors ("green™
energy, sustainable agriculture) is examined, illustrated by the cases of Basma Al-Shatti and
Aida Salameh. The conclusion proposes a comprehensive strategy to transform the "education
paradox” into a driver of economic growth, including educational reform, strengthened law
enforcement, investment in care infrastructure, and the promotion of new role models.

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ANNOTATSIYA

Magola lordaniyadagi noyob ijtimoiy-igtisodiy paradoksni tahlil giladi, bunda ayollarning
yuqori darajadagi ta'lim olishi (yosh avlodda savodxonlik darajasi 99,41%, oliy ta'lim
muassasalarida ustunlik) ayollarning mehnat bozorida juda past ishtiroki (2022 yilda 14,74%)
bilan birga keladi. Ushbu muvozanatsizlikning sabablarini o ‘rganadi, asosiy to ‘siq sifatida
rasmiy huquqiy kafolatlardan ustun bo ‘Igan chuqur o ‘rnashgan patriarxal ijtimoiy me’yorlarni
anqlaydi. Igtisodiy oqibatlar ta‘kidlanadi: YaIM yo ‘qotishlari (yillik taxminan 1%), gender
bo yicha ish haqi farqi (41%,), kasbiy ajratish va norasmiy bandlikning o ‘sishi. ljobiy tendentsiya
sifatida ayollarning yuqori texnologiyali sohalarga (“yashil" energiya, bargaror gishlog
xo ‘jaligi) bosgichma-bosqich kirib borishi ko ‘rib chigiladi, bu Basma Al-Shatti va Aida
Salamehning holatlarida namoyish etiladi. Xulosa gismida "ta'lim paradoksini iqtisodiy
o'sishning harakatlantiruvchi kuchiga aylantirish uchun keng gamrovli strategiya taklif etiladi,
bunda ta'lim islohoti, gonun ijrosini kuchaytirish, g'amxo'rlik infratuzilmasiga investitsiyalar va
yangi rol modellarini targ'ib qilish kiradi.
